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Student-Athletes in Housing
All student-athletes residing in college-assisted housing are to adhere to all housing policies and procedures. Violation of any kind can/will result in student-athletes being expelled from the Housing and possible loss of scholarship. Please refer to the Housing Rules and Regulations below for a complete list of policies and rules regarding this housing.
Housing Rules and Regulations
Conduct 
Student-Athletes should conduct themselves in a manner suitable to community living. A student-athlete who is serious in their studies, shows consideration for the rights of others, fulfills contractual obligations, obeys the law, and shows respect for other residents, and they will have no difficulty adjusting.
Prohibited Conduct 
 The following conduct is prohibited at Miami Dade College and can result in immediate disciplinary action. 	Miami Dade College expects all student-athletes to abide by student conduct policies and procedures as defined. When violations of such policies occur, students will be subject to the institution’s disciplinary process as outlined in the Student-Athlete Handbook.
1. Disruptive behavior (yelling, running, wrestling, roughhousing, etc.) in or around the apartment property.
2. Using vulgar, profane, or obscene language or gestures.

3. Fighting is forbidden in the apartments.

4. Discrimination or hazing of residents is prohibited, as is racial or sexual harassment.

5. Disregard for the physical well-being, rights, and property of others.

6. Physical abuse or the threat thereof against any person or persons. Conduct which threatens    
    or endangers the health or safety of any such person or persons.

7. Vandalism, malicious destruction, damage, defacing, or misuse of Miami Dade College
     public or private property.

8. Gambling is not permitted at the apartments or on property.

9. Possession of and/or use of any mechanism and/or substance which may cause a disturbance to        
    the normal atmosphere of the apartment (smoke bombs, stink bombs, water balloons, etc.). This  
    includes substances used for purposes not intended by the manufacturer (i.e., shampoo,  
    toothpaste, shaving cream, etc.).

10. Throwing balls, Frisbees or other such objects and bouncing balls of any kind in the apartments is     
       not permitted.

Prohibited Items 

• Weapons of any kind: knives, and knife boards, clubs, ammunition, etc.
• Illegal drugs and paraphernalia
• Alcoholic Beverages
• Alcoholic Paraphernalia
• Cables and/or cords running from room to room or across the halls
• Candles
• Darts and Dart Boards
• Electric or gas space heaters 
• Fireworks
• Pets
Alcohol 
Miami Dade College prohibits the possession and/or consumption of alcoholic beverages on the college and housing premises. All college policies, local and state laws with respect or application to the possession and consumption of alcoholic beverages will be strictly enforced. Miami Dade College has a zero-tolerance policy and any use of these products at any time by a student-athlete participating in the athletic program and/or in housing, will result in an immediate suspension from the team.
Drugs 
Miami Dade College enforces a zero tolerance policy in reference to the possession, use, sale or distribution of narcotics, dangerous drugs and related paraphernalia on campus and in housing. Student-athletes who violate this policy are subject to immediate suspension from apartments and possible dismissal from the college.
Smoking/Tobacco Products
 Tobacco products of any kind are prohibited in any apartment or outside area. Student-athletes may not have spit cups in the housing property including lobby and other common areas.


Damages 
Student-athletes will be held accountable for any damages found in their residence and any common areas. All athletes found to have been part of any damages will be charged for the repair and may be subject to disciplinary action. Damages done to the closet doors such as taking them down are prohibited. If doors are taken down the student-athlete will be charged.
Room Appearance 
Student-Athletes must keep their rooms clean and safe. Waste baskets should be emptied regularly and trash should be deposited in the dumpster. Random room inspections will be conducted by coaches and administration. 
Decorations/Posters/Wall Hangings 
Student-athletes are permitted to decorate as long as they do not create health or fire hazards or cause damage to the room. 
• Thumb tacks or straight pins should be used on sheet rock walls. Do not use nails, screws, or adhesive strips! Any damages caused will be charged to the student-athletes. 
• No items are to be posted to the exterior of the doors and nothing should be posted to the windows which can be seen from outside.
Trash 
 The facilities have trash dumpsters located in parking lots. Student-athletes are responsible for disposing of their own trash and are never to set trash outside their doors. 
Keys
 Every student-athlete is provided with a key to his or her apartment. Lost or stolen keys should be reported immediately in order to protect the safety of the student-athletes and their belongings. Student-athletes will be responsible for any charges that are a result of stolen or lost keys. If duplicates are found, the locks will be re-keyed and the resident will be charged. If a student-athlete desires to have additional security devices on his or her space, this must be approved through the Athletic Department.
Security of Rooms 
 The ultimate responsibility for personal security rests with each student-athlete. To maintain security, the doors must be shut and locked when student-athlete is not home. Carry your key with you at all times when you leave your room. To help prevent theft or damage to personal property, rooms must be secured or locked when student-athlete assigned to the room are not present

Theft/Vandalism 
Any student-athlete found guilty of stealing or vandalism is subject to removal from housing and dismissal from the college. If theft or vandalism occurs in a student-athletes room, contact your coach and the Athletic Department immediately to fill out the appropriate report forms. Any theft should be reported to Public Safety immediately. Miami Dade College is not responsible for lost or stolen personal items. Student-athletes should keep room doors locked at all times to protect athletic property.

Visitors
NO VISITORS ARE PERMITTED TO STAY OVERNIGHT IN THE APARTMENT.

Termination of Contract/Removal from Housing 
Student-athlete s may be removed from their housing assignment through College action for the following reasons:
• Violation of College policy or criminal law
• Failure to maintain full-time student status
• Disruptive or violent conduct (as stated above)

Suggested Items To Bring:
• Surge Protectors (only allowable extension cords- extension cords without surge protectors will be confiscated)
• Small Trash Can
• Small TV/Radio/Stereos/CD Player etc. 
• Bathroom toiletries
• Cleaning Supplies (residents are responsible for cleaning their own rooms)
• Laundry Detergent
• Bed Linens (mattress cover, pillow, sheets, blankets, bedspreads etc. – ex long twin)
• Hangers
• Towels/Wash Cloths
• Study Lamp
• Plastic Plates, Bowls, Cups and Eating Utensils
• Scenty’s are allowed
Items NOT To Bring:
• Candles
• Incense
• Pets
• Toasters/Toaster Ovens
• Extension Cords
• Hot Plates
• Inappropriate posters or signs that create a hostile living environment 
• Alcohol, Drugs, and Paraphernalia
• Weapon (including but not limited to firearms, fireworks, ammunition, explosives, BB guns, martial arts equipment, swords, bows, arrows, Slingshots, rifles, hand guns, knives and decorative weapons)
The Housing scholarship may become null and void and students will be released from any further participation in athletics at Miami Dade College and will be required to vacate the premises should any of the above violation occur. In addition, the Housing Scholarship Assistance may be terminated in the following cases:
Student-Athlete fails to maintain eligibility as set forth by the NJCAA and FCSAA
Student-Athlete fails to maintain a cumulative grade point average of 2.00
Student-Athlete fails to maintain amateur status necessary to participate in NJCAA
Student-Athlete fails to sign and agree to the terms of the Rules of Conduct for Student-Athletes receiving Housing Scholarship Assistance.
I agree to the terms and conditions of the Room and Board Scholarship Assistance Award and further certify that I will abide by the rules and regulations of Miami-Dade College, and the Intercollegiate Athletic Department.
